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8th Grade Frequently asked questions…

What Band class do I take?  Concert Band, Symphonic Band, and Wind Symphony are the three main classes that are offered.  Students are placed in each based on ability and instrumentation. All 9th grade students should register for the Concert Band, and they will be placed in the appropriate class based on a short audition in April.  

Is Marching Band a class?  No, the Marching Band is an extra-curricular activity that occurs after school.  However, all of the band classes practice music for the marching band for much of the fall semester. 

What are the costs associated with being in the Norcross Band?  See the flyer ‘Quick Facts about the Norcross High School Band and the Band Boosters’ for detailed information.
Are fundraising opportunities available to me while I am still in middle school?  Yes – there are several.  More information will be sent out in the spring.
When does the Marching Band Practice?  See the ‘Quick Facts’ flyer.
When is Band Camp? Band camp is the week of July 25th - July 30th at Oxford College of Emory University in Oxford, GA – near Covington.
Do you have to attend band camp to be in the NHS Marching Band?  Yes.

When does the Marching Band Perform?  We perform at all Norcross HS football games for halftime and during the game.  We also compete with other high school bands at 2 or 3 marching band competitions in the month of October.  

What about drumline and colorguard?  These are valuable components of the marching band, and they require a bit more time and preparation.  Auditions for drumline and colorguard are in April and May.
What does the NHS Band do during Spring Semester?  Each of the three band classes prepares concert music for Large Group Performance Evaluation and a Spring Concert.  Students may also audition for Jazz Band, which practices after school twice a week and performs a Coffeehouse concert in April or May.  Many students at Norcross participate in UGA Jan Fest, District 13 Honor Bands, and All-State Bands.  The band also takes a spring trip every other year.
How do I sign up?  First, make sure you are registered for a band class.  Second, return an intent form and information card, which will be distributed in mid-April.  If your intent is to join marching band, a $100.00 deposit will be required along with your intent form – this deposit reserves your ‘spot’ in the competitive show.  The information card will assure you will receive all important communication over the summer regarding fundraising, camp, etc.  All intent forms, information cards, and deposits are due at the end of April.
